2. In the 2022/23 academic year two awards will be available.  
3. School of Law Postgraduate Fee Awards may be awarded by the College on the recommendation of the School’s Selection Committee to a candidate with an outstanding academic record who shows high potential for strong performance on one of the School’s Masters programmes. 
4. The awards will cover the cost of fees only at the home rate. There is no maintenance award.
5. Awards may be made for full-time or part-time study and to Home or International students. Where an award is made to an international student the student will be liable for the remaining balance of their fees for the duration of their programme of study. 
6. Candidates will be expected to fulfil similar academic criteria to those demanded by external funding bodies. They will normally possess at least an upper second-class honours degree or equivalent and not normally have previously completed a Postgraduate Taught Programme.

9. Awards are made for a maximum of one year for full-time students and two years for part-time students.
